Mastermind breathes his last

ne of Zimbabwe's most talented footballer George
'‘Mastermind' Shaya died this week at his home
after a long illness.

The legendary five time soccer star of the year was 77.
Shaya became a household name in the late 1960s up
until he hung his boots in 1980 featuring for the country's
most decorated club Dynamos in the top flight football
league.

Then Dynamos were a symbol of resistance to colonial
rule and would pull large crowds whenever they played
clubs such as Callies and Arcadia United.

The mastermind attracted the attention of Dynamos when
he was playing for St Paul's Musambhi in the Super League.
Then he was 16.

He quickly became a darling for the Dynamos faithfull with
his dazzling skills and ability to win matches in a then
racially divided country when football became another
warzone of the country's politics.

Shaya will also be remembered for being the chairman of
Dynamos during their most successful run the African
Champions league when they controversially lost in the
finals to Céte d'lvoire's Asec Mimosa in Abidjan.

His former club have requested a hero's status for the icon.

“Shaya demonstrated that blacks were not as inferior to
their white compatriots as portrayed by the Rhodesia Front
government by getting a national call up into the Rhodesia
national football team that played Australia in 1969, in the
FIFA World Cup Qualifiers.

“The request for the national hero status is premised on
George Shaya representing the rise of black national
consciousness and nationalism through his football genius,
artistry and prowess during his playing days spanning
1968 to the late 70s.

“He was part of the black generation that used football to
express their wish for self-determination, racial parity,
justice and independence during the Unilateral Declaration
of Independence era in Rhodesia,” read the club
statement.

The City of Harare offered burial space at Warren Hills for
the late icon. Council is also on record on having proposed
to name one of the stands at the ceremonial home of
Zimbabwe's football Rufaro Stadium after Shaya
